	Dr. Derkay reported President’s Homan’s concern about future matches of our students particularly: 

· those students at the bottom 15% of the class and their ability to match residences in the future
· the fact that government is not increasing the number of GME slots
Some potential strategies are:

· implement a plan developed by the University of WI to increase the number of Resident slots in the state by partnering with the state government to fund the slots in partnership with medical centers
· early idenfitcation of unsuccessful students and redirect them to other career pathways
· development of a 5th year student program to assist students in matching
Dr. Derkay suggested that the school and faculty consider ways to promotion our Community Faculty in the Coastal Virginia Magazine (formerly the Hampton Roads Magazine).

On May 17, EVMS graduated the Class of 2014 MD and SHP students. The keynote was presented by Dr. C. Donald Combs, Senior VP and Dean of the SHP due to the illness of the scheduled keynote presenter.
